He
explained that sickle cell disease, also known as 'Sickle Cell Anaemia’ or '‘Drepanocytosis,’ is
caused by a defective gene on the autosomal chromosome. In this condition, the shape of red
blood cells becomes sickle-shaped, leading to reduced flexibility and causing complications.
This change in shape is due to mutations in the haemoglobin gene. He emphasized the
importance of getting tested for sickle cell disease at least once in life and explained available
treatment options.
